PROSECCO SPUMANTE “BORGO ALATO” VENETO, ITALY

Fruity, lively and clean with surprising depth of flavour. Hints of greengage and lemon.

CREMANT BRUT “PRIMA PERLA”, PAUL MAS Limoux, FRANCE
A light, frothy mousse, attractive biscuity nose and crisp, clean palate make this a great
alternative to Champagne.

CHARMAT ROSE, FLINT VINEYARDS NORFOLK, ENGLAND
This lively, innovative blend from award winning wine maker Ben Witchell is full of strawberry,
cranberry, and red cherry flavours, accompanied by a hint of peppery spice.

HENRIOT BRUT SOUVERAIN NV CHAMPAGNE, FRANCE

Brut Souverain is the flagship cuvee of Champagne Henriot, one of the oldest family owned houses.

Elegant in style, with notes of honeysuckle and brioche. Lengthy finish.
HENRIOT BRUT ROSE NV CHAMPAGNE, FRANCE

Intense, complex and pleasantly fruity. The nose reveals aromas of red berry fruit and freshly
squeezed pink citrus fruit. The palate offers lots of freshness and excellent balance in a harmonious
aromatic register.

HENRIOT BLANC DE BLANC CHAMPAGNE, FRANCE

Expressive with floral, fruity and pastry aromas, followed by spicy notes. The palate is full and
powerful, with lightly toasted brioche, quince jelly and acacia honey.

VERMENTINO/COLOMBARD “LES VIGNERONS” SOUTHERN FRANCE
Light, fresh and clean with citrus and apple fruit. A slight note of fennel follows on the soft and
pleasant finish.

PINOT GRIGIO “CONVIVIALE” VENEZIA, ITALY
Ripe orchard fruits on the nose with hints of honey and peach. Lightly spicy with good weight and
texture, balanced by fresh acidity.

PICPOUL DE PINET “LE BEAU FLAMANT” CoTEAUX DU LANGUEDOC, FRANCE
Known as ‘the Chablis of the South’, Picpoul is crisp and dry but with plenty of stone fruit, melon,
and tropical flavours.

PECORINO IGT, COLLINE PESCARESI ABruzzo, ITALY
Vibrant aromas of stone fruit with citrus and grapefruit notes. The palate is crisp with layers of
fresh peachy, tropical fruit characters. Lively and approachable, with good texture and minerality.

MUSCADET-SEVRE ET MAINE SUR LIE, DOMAINE DE LA COMBE, LoIRE, FRANCE
Crisp, flinty notes with a hint of yeasty lees on the nose. The palate is fresh and savoury with the breadth
of a warmer vintage and a ripe, almost tropical character to the fruit.

A great alternative to Sauvignon Blanc. Gooseberries, greengages, quince, pear and lime, along
with a very pleasant orange peel note on the finish.

This Bacchus is made in a new-world style and is fresh, clean and full of flavour. It is a fantastic
alternative to Sauvignon Blanc or Riesling.

Very fresh on entry, dominated by the typical
Viognier aromas. On the palate, there is good balance between and tension associated with its
terroir of origin and the natural full body of the varietal.

The nose has an exotic mix of ripe fig, bright red cherry and plum fruit with star anise spice,

it’s lifted and pronounced. The palate has beautifully ripe red fruit characters alongside fig and
date notes.

CHATEAU ST ROBERT “PONCET DEVILLE” GRAVES BorDEAUX, FRANCE
The nose is complex, both spicy and floral with aromas of blueberry jam, liquorice and of mocha.
The palate is full, balanced and persistent, it reveals notes of blackcurrant jam and cocoa.

CHATEAU LAROQUE, SAINT-EMILION GRAND CRU BorDEAUX, FRANCE
A top-class Saint-Emilion from a family-run chateau, this Merlot-dominated claret has concentrated,
rich, fragrant fruit. Hand picked grapes from low-yielding vines ensure excellent quality.

Ripe, silky smooth and juicy, it brims with hearty blackcurrant and plum fruit, overlaid with hints
of subtle spice and a vanilla edge.

ORGANIC MONASTRELL, BODEGAS LUZON JuMILLA, SPAIN

Approachable and fruity made from organically farmed grapes grown on limestone soils. Packed
with ripe and juicy fruit with layer of jammy black cherries and a touch of liquorice. Very smooth
tannins making this a lovely, easy drinking red.

A generous nose of rhubarb, berry cheesecake, jelly and jam, warm nutmeg and cinnamon followed
by violet, raisin and cherry.

VINO NOBILE DI MONTEPULCIANO, AZIENDA AGRICOL LUNADORO

TuscaNy, ITALY
Complex nose with mature fruits and pepper aromas, as well as plum jam and floral notes of violet,
chocolate and cigar. Balanced with sweet tannins, good acidity and a long finish.

APPASSIMENTO ROSSO IGT PucLia, ITALY

A full bodied wine made from carefully selected sun-dried grapes. A complex and fruity wine with
notes of ripe dark cherries, fresh herbs and vanilla.

RIOJA CRIANZA, BODEGAS ONTANON Ri10jA, SPAIN
An attractive, modern style of Crianza with lifted aromatics of bramble fruit with some pepper and
spice. Substantial on the palate, with plummy fruit, ripe tannins and a gently savoury fresh finish.

CABERNET SAUVIGNON, NOVAS GRAN RESERVA Ma1ro VALLEY, CHILE
Medium bodied and well balanced with ripe black fruits, smooth tannins and refreshing acidity.
Juicy and approachable.

PINOTAGE/CABERNET SAUVIGNON “FIGUREHEAD”, RAKA WINES

KLEIN RIVER, SOUTH AFRICA

Clear ruby colour. This Cape blend reveals raspberries and blackcurrant on the nose with a hint
of spicy eucalyptus and caramelized banana from the Pinotage. Herbaceous black olives lead to a
complex palate with ripe tannins and warm spice.

“GRAN CORTE”, LOS HORALDOS MENDOZA, ARGENTINA

An exceptional Gran Corte, which displays an intense ruby red colour. The nose offers aromas

of great complexity revealing notes of sweet spices, black pepper, dried figs and dried fruits,
interwoven with notes of vanilla and cedar provided by the oak; on the palate, initial sweet fruit
moving to savoury complexity is refreshed by a pleasant and balanced acidity, with firm and robust
tannins giving way to a long and very persistent finish.

CHATEAU LA POINT “BALLADE DE LA POINTE” POMEROL BorRDEAUX, FRANCE
Red and black fruit aromas mingle on the nose...redcurrant, blackcurrant, wild berries. The palate
is soft and full with a well-balanced velvety tannic framework. The finish is well structured, juicy
and long.

AMARONE DELLA VALPOLICELLA ‘LA COLOMBAIA’, MONTRESOR

VENETO, ITALY
Made in traditional style from partially dried grapes, this wine shows sweet dark fruit aromas that
lead through to a full bodied and warming palate which is packed with forest fruits.

CHATEAU POUJEAUX, MOULIS EN MEDOC BorRDEAUX, FRANCE

The nose, fine and elegant, offers ripe red fruit notes with a delicate oak touch. The palate is complex and silky with

smooth tannins, cherry, plum and vanilla.

CHATEAU LANGOA BARTON GRAND CRU CLASSE, ST JULIEN BORDEAUX, FRANCE

Deep rich ruby in colour, this has a soft expression on the nose, layering redcurrant jelly and smoked oak. It has an

enjoyably frank expression, and is a little softer than some from St-Julien in this vintage.

VERGELEGEN V' CABERNET SAUVIGNON STELLENBOSCH, SOUTH AFRICA

The nose is complex, showing blackcurrants, red cherries, cedar wood, lead pencil and cigar box aromas. These

develop in the glass and are joined by raspberry, black cherry, spice and a hint of gaminess. On the palate the wine is

concentrated but elegant, with fine-grained tannins.

GEVREY-CHAMBERTIN “VIEILLES VIGNES”, DOMAINE HERESZTYN-MAZZINI
BURGUNDY, FRANCE

From a number of parcels principally to the north of the village where the soil has more clay and the wines are

firmer. Rich and aromatic with beautiful, fresh fruit and fine, ripe tannins.

CLOS DE VOUGEOT GRAND CRU, FREDERIC MAGNIEN BUrRGUNDY, FRANCE

From the superb 2015 vintage - a fuller bodied Grand Cru with a raspberry coulis flavour and texture — a mineral

core and very textural with hints of mushroom this is long and quite full bodied and savoury

CHARMES-CHAMBERTIN GRAND CRU, DOMAINE CONFURON-COTETIDOT
BURGUNDY, FRANCE

A Grand Cru renowned for drinkability early on showcasing ripe cherry and soft red fruit flavours and aroma.

Lovely silky texture and creamy mouthfeel with plenty of vitality and real depth of flavour - smooth, lilting
and precise.
